Sun Protection 
A reminder for parents to ensure that children have water bottles and sun hats in school over the next half term. Children needing a mid-day application of sun cream, will need to bring a named bottle of lotion to the class teacher. Children will be supervised as they apply sun lotion, but staff are unfortunately not able to apply this for them, if you have any concerns regarding this please do not hesitate to contact the school office.

Head Lice 

I wish to inform you that there have been one or two cases of head lice. We ask that parents be extra vigilant and check their children’s hair regularly. The treatment that is recommended by the school nurse is wet combing. Hair should be washed first and then plenty of conditioner applied. Without washing off the conditioner, comb the hair from root to tip with a detection comb. Continue combing until the comb comes through lice free. This may take 10 minutes. This treatment should be repeated every 3 to 4 days for 2 weeks in order to remove newly hatched lice.
