Protection from the Sun

I recognise that on occasion parents may be running a little late, and so use the car park for expediency. We would ask that instead of this parents contact us by telephone or text and we will ensure your child is cared for until you arrive.

E-Safety Information Evening

We are keen to support all parent/carers within our community in ensuring their children are safe whilst using new technology. Woodland Middle School are hosting an E-Safety Information Evening on Tuesday 11th May, to which you are warmly invited.

Jerry Waite from Bedfordshire Police Child Abuse Investigation Unit, and aims to raise awareness of internet safety, cyber bullying and danger within other new technologies. It will provide suggestions to help parents/carers keep their child safe whilst on-line and you will have the opportunity to discuss and ask questions.
