
Dear parents,

Tesco Park and Stride

For those parents who live farther away from the school, and need to drive at either end of the school day, Tesco have agreed to launch a Park and Stride scheme. Parents are welcome to park in Tesco car park and walk the short distance to school to drop off and collect their children. 
We are committed to improve the safety of our school site at either end of the school day, and welcome the support Tesco have given us in developing this scheme. Plans are underway for a special launch event in May (date to be confirmed).
Sun Protection

As the days become warmer we do encourage all of our children to have a sun hat for outdoor play and PE. We also strongly urge all the children to drink plenty of water during the day and advise that they have a named water bottle in school, Bottles should only contain water, juices and squashes are not allowed. We also advise that suncreams are applied at the beginning of the day before coming to school. However if your child has sensitive skin and needs a further application, named bottles/tubes of suncream should be brought to the class teacher, who will store it in a safe place. The child needs to be able to apply the cream or lotion themselves usually before going out to play at lunchtime.

At the end of last term we undertook our assessment for the renewal of our Investors in People status. We are all delighted to be able to report that we passed the assessment with flying colours; and it was a wonderful recognition of all the commitment and team work of staff and governors.
