It enables us to support children’s learning academically, socially, spiritually, emotionally and physically.

· respond to their current and future personal needs.

· be active, enabling all children to engage with their own learning.

· reflect the wide range of learning styles that children exhibit (visual, auditory, kinaesthetic, linguistic, musical, spatial, interpersonal, intrapersonal and naturalistic).

· be exciting, challenging and dynamic.

· provide opportunities to develop thinking skills – both rapid recall and response and slow thinking – giving careful consideration to tasks and issues.
· support the wide range of skills children need in order to access lifelong learning.

The International Primary Curriculum is organised into themes which are cross curricular. We believe that this method of working encourages children to make links between prior learning and new knowledge, enabling them to develop a deeper level of understanding.
